1.PROJECT DESCRIPTION

1.1Overall Project Goal
The overall goal of this project is to sustainably reduce incidences of SGBV amongst the refugees in the Nangweshi Camps and surrounding communities. The project supports the overall multi-agency effort to provide humanitarian assistance, protect human rights and meet basic needs of Angolan refugees in accordance with Humanitarian Charter on Disaster Response Standards which CARE has adopted as a guiding principle for its programming.

1.2 Guiding Strategy
The main strategy during the year 2004 has been on building and strengthening capacities of beneficiary communities in skills acquisition, information sharing as well as community organization and participation. As the repatriation became a reality, messages on sexual and gender violence reflected on going back home to Angola and the importance of a traveling and settling in a place free from violence. It is hoped that initiatives that has been done around peace building and reconciliation will play a meaningful role in the returnees ‘lives as they go back to Angola.

1.3 Reporting period

This report covers activities implemented between January 04 and December 04, covering the entire contract period. This contract represented the third and final BPRM contract for CARE’s SGBV programming in Nangweshi. Through consultation with UNHCR by December 31st 2004, SGBV activities were handed over to Africa Humanitarian Action (AHA) an implementing partner dealing with health services in the two refugee camps. BPRM provided agreement to handover all assets to UNHCR for continued use in refugee programs in Zambia.

1.4 Beneficiaries
The project targets the entire refugee population in the two Nangweshi camps and the surrounding villages. This report outlines activities undertaken in the two refugee camps and surrounding local communities of Mbume, Matebele, Nangweshi and Kaanja. The year 2004 witnessed peace in Angola being a reality and repatriation process taking off. There was a slight change in population in the two refugee camps. About 6,216 were repatriated to different parts of Angola but mainly from Lumbala ng’imbu, Moxico, Cazombo and Huambo provinces. According to UNHCR/Government statistics as of December 2004, the population in the two camps stood at about 23,397. 

1.5 Programming Summary
Awareness raising in the year aimed at strengthening the capacities of the SGBV support groups in the camps and local villages with skills, knowledge and information sharing that will help them prevent and respond effectively to incidences of SGBV. Participating in campaigns in international and local days strengthened the sense of community belonging.

Training for year 2004 aimed at strengthening the capacities of the SGBV support groups in the camps and local villages with skills that will help them deal effectively with incidences of SGBV. Training was done in such areas as: Zambian law, refugee rights, duties and obligations, human rights, child abuse in schools, gender violence in homes community and in groups. Other issues related to: community organization, participation and development, income generating for groups, the role of community leaders in prevention and response to gender violence, participatory rural appraisal, repatriation, peace building and conflict resolution within families and communities. The approach was to equip the support groups with skills that help rebuild confidence in families and communities as well as promoting peace. 

Conducting community gender education side by side with mobile/juvenile court sessions has been one of the highlights in the year. Other activities relates to holding meetings, with support groups, implementing partners, receiving cases, making referrals and follow-ups on SGBV cases and of juveniles on probation as well as providing counseling to survivors and perpetrators. 

Changing attitudes, beliefs and values is a long-term life event. As such SGBV challenges continued to occur.  During the year 2004 cases of defilement, Sexual harassment, physical child abuse, early sexual encounters among teenagers, wife battery continued to occur. Despite this, it was however noted during the year that the SGBV Program has continued to empower and enlighten more people than the previous targeted number about the importance of respect for each other’s rights, peace building, co-existence and self-reliance. The SGBV Program has also continued to challenge negative practices and attitudes as well as giving perpetrators and would be perpetrators a time for reflection. Men and women have voluntarily sustained their support groups and established informal support mechanisms within their circles. Village headmen from the surrounding communities have shown more interest after being trained in such issues as promotion of human rights, women’s rights, children’s rights, group minority rights, counseling and are reaching out to communities beyond the coverage area. Recreation activities were strengthened and youths continued to be active through sports entertainment, information sharing on reproductive health with community. However because of anxieties caused by repatriation, there was a drop in reported cases, which was noted in the two refugee camps in the third and fourth quarter.

The greatest challenge in the year 2004 lay in the fact that the while the information about the program had gone beyond the coverage area, it was not possible to reach out to these communities. On a positive note, it was noted however that program assistants and other local and civic leaders were making efforts to reach out despite the distances, which in some instances were more than 30 to 40 kms. from Nangweshi. The project went beyond the coverage area in SGBV sensitization to cover Chibale, Mbeta Island, Naliyo, and the Kalongola ferry point considered to be a high-risk area in SGBV incidences because of the long history of being a central place for humanitarian and refugee work.

1.6 Objectives 
To meet the overall goal the project established the following objectives;

· To raise awareness and sensitize communities on the rights of women and children

· To strengthen the capacity of formal and informal institutions (i.e. implementing partners) to prevent and respond to SGBV incidences

· To promote the formation of local and civil society organizations (CSO) to sustainably address SGBV.

· That there is greater goodwill and understanding now by the Police and Judiciary who give priority to investigation and prosecution of defilement cases.

· That mobile court serves as a reminder and educator on the importance of self-control as well as respect for human dignity.

3.4 Other issues related to planned activities and achievements

This year the SGBV program has been able to cultivate a positive attitude among the beneficiaries towards community organization, participation and ownership of the program. Through continuous capacity building, re-training and meetings, the project was able to promote activities aimed at behavioral change. Other activities this year gave members a community reflection on negative images and attitudes about women and children, which often acts as a hindrance to project implementation. Despite the anxieties about the handover of activities to another partner and repatriation, the refugee community and local communities continued to participate in different SGBV activities.

The SGBV program continued to cooperate and work with other stakeholders in the provision of services to the target population.  The year 2004 has seen greater, partnership, networking and sharing of notes and information among Implementing Partners and government departments on SGBV issues. Specifically:

· UNHCR provided the overall protection to survivors and perpetrators, as well as guidance in the refining of the multi-sectorial protocols, guidelines and the use of incident report form (IRF). In addition, UNHCR provided the general program monitoring and evaluation through their protection units and community services. UNHCR organized a Regional workshop on the management of HIV/AIDS/SGBV in refugee camps.

· The Government of Zambia through its numerous departments rendered considerable service to the SGBV program and remains a vital partner. 

· Office of the Refugee Commissioner through the Refugee Officer (RO) provided security, policy framework and guidelines on the handling of refugees as well as encouraging co-existence with the local communities.

· The Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives provided facilities for office space for Nangweshi and Kaanja centers. Office space at the farmers training center was also extended to facilitate the holding of mobile court sessions. 

· The Judiciary department through the Magistrate court provided legal justice the survivors and perpetrators as well as dispension of justice by facilitating the holding of the mobile court system. 

· The magistrate also provided trainings in conjunction with Young Women Christian Association (YWCA) for 21 village headmen in Human rights, Women’s rights Children’s rights including the role of Village headmen in prevention and response to Sexual and Gender Based Violence. 

· The police provided counseling and security to survivors and perpetrators. In addition the police facilitated the provision of legal justice through prosecution of the cases. 

· Ministry of community Development and Social Welfare gave support services to survivors and represented the Juveniles and presented documents for the court.

· The Ministry of Health specifically Senanga District Hospital provided medical services to referral cases of survivors and perpetrators.
· Cooperation with other Non-Governmental Organizations. 
· The African Humanitarian Action (AHA) provided medical services, counseling and other support services to survivors and perpetrators in the camp and surrounding local communities.  
· The Christian Outreach for Relief and Development (CORD) and Jesuit Refugee Service (JRS) provided community services to the target population as well as the integration survivors. 
· Young Women Christian Association (YWCA) facilitated the training of support groups in identifying and prioritizing development activities in their communities.
·  Links strengthened with Shangombo women catholic league and the provincial gender focal person.
· The Village Headmen and local civic leaders supported Sexual and Gender Based Violence (SGBV) Program by giving support services to survivors, counseling, holding meetings, sharing information and reaching out to communities beyond our coverage area.
